An Indigenous History of Migration, Resettlement, and Identity explores East
Tennessee’s connection with the forces of settler colonialism, economics, and trade,
while also explaining how Tennessee Cherokees shaped these changes by defending
landholdings, migrating west of the Mississippi, and cultivating connections with their
homeland and kin.
